Community outreach:

A comprehensive community based preventive and promotive outreached health delivery
system would be developed with the Ward as the geographical unit and the Female
Honorary Health Workers (HHW) the community anchor for the programme.

Services will be expanded to the total municipal population through outreach activities
involving this female honorary health workers. The twin focus of the community outreach
would be to:

i} Achieve major change in health seeking behavior of the socio economically
disadvantaged population. For this population and the subset of difficult to reach
population there would be a larger package of preventive, promotive and curative
services. The HHW will catalyze a major change in health seeking behavior which will
be reflected in demand for services of institutional delivery, for contraceptive services,
for emergency care, for maternal and child care services apart from immunization and
contraceptive services.

ii) The focus will go beyond the RCH domain to include public health component for all
the population including

¢ Public health information/awareness

e Periodic(three monthly) reporting through updated Family Health Cards

¢ [nvolvement in public heaith service delivery under National Health Programmes.
One HHW will cover 1000 socio economically disadvantaged (SED) population in a
ward. The numbers of HHW will increase by one for multiples of 1000 SED population.
However, there will be a minimum of one HHW in the event of a ward not having BPL

population.

Additionally, there will be one HHW for the public health component to cover the rest of
the population as follows:

e Less than 1000 overall population in the ward — Nil

e For populations above 1000 but less than 2000 — one additional HHW.

e More than 2000 — Two additional HHW
An exercise to detail out the public health activities to be undertaken by the HHW will be
done in conjunction with the respective National Health Programme officials in the state.
A study would be designed by the end of first year to specifically look at how these

HHW’s have been involved in the planned public health activities and the learning
derived then would be factored in subsequent phase of implementation.



First Tier Services (The Sub Centre)

Services will be expanded to the total municipal population also through a Sub-Centre at
5000 population level. The entire area under the ULBs will be distributed between sub-
centers and HHWs so as to cover the entire population, both below and above the poverty
line. Difficult to reach groups (e.g. rag pickers, handicapped, railway track population,

The sub céntre would be restructured in a way such that it provides a much better level
of primary health care. The basic package of service will include:

Family planning services including IUD, referral for terminal methods
Depot holder services for contraceptive and ORS

Child Health services including Immunization

Antenatal care (urine and blood testing, TT immunization, IFA
Supplements, nutrition counseling, early registration, weighing, blood
Pressure, position of the baby, check against danger signals and
Identification of high-risk pregnancies, Referral for Institutional deliveries)
e Postnatal care

The service delivery at the sub centre under the overall control of the municipalities can be
delivered through any one way:

Suggested Models of health service delivery at Sub Centre level :

I) In many areas private sector Physicians can contribute who are willing to provide
services at similar rates and quality as monitored by special arrangements could be
accredited and all the sub centre services could be delivered by such physician in a
facility identified by the municipality or by the physician.

II) An NGO to be appraised and given the responsibility of managing and delivering
services at the sub centre. The process could be an extension of the well established
MNGO- FNGO scheme or the more clinical service oriented SNGO scheme.

III) The municipalities taking direct responsibility for the management and delivery of
services at the sub centre to be manned by an ANM and assisted by a part time
medical officer employed by the municipality. The remuneration to be in parity with
the DHFW staff at the appropriate level.



IV) The TN model where the ANM 1:20,000 population also is responsible for managing
the sub centre under her jurisdiction.

The 63 municipalities in the non KMA area which has so far not been covered by any
dedicated programme and does not have experience of managing such health
programmes would be replicating the third model in their areas, at least in the initial

phase. This model is the extension of the well tested approach in the IPP VIII funding
phase.

Organizational Arrangement at the Ward Level:

Health Sub committee under the Ward committee will be constituted. The Councillor or
his nominated representative will be convener of this sub committee. The committee and
the councilor will monitor and supervise activity at the Ward level and coordinate the

implementation of the National Health Programme at their respective ward level. The
HHW will be made accountable to this committee.

There will be empowered committees at various level to effectively steer the UH
programme in respective municipality. (Described elsewhere in the larger document)

I am in receipt of a copy of the memo no. HFW/HSDI/URBAN HEALTH/02/05/38/06 dated 1®
February, 2006 from the Special Secretary, Department of Health and Family Welfare , Govt. of West
Bengal, addressed to the Director of Health Services. From the letter it transpires that the Health Department
is extending the community based primary health care services to the 63 Urban Local Bodies of the State and
an amount of Rs. 3 Crore has heen earmarked for the same. In the said memo the Municipal Affairs 1
Department has been authorized o finalise the recruitment of staff required for the purpose. It is not known
whether Kurseong Municipality has been included in the list of the Municipalities to be covered under the
above scheme. But it is a fact that this Municipality is keen to be covered under the scheme. Kurseong has
only one Sub Divisional Hospita! which is hardly able to reach the population of the town. The functions of =
the Sub Divisional Hospital are purely curative in nature and the Municipality is broadly responsible for the
preventive measures to be underiaken against various diseases. The Community based Health Care Services
may be able to provide proper scrvices like providing proper nutrition , unadulterated food, health education,
measures to combat infectious diseases, family planning etc. to the urban poor . If the scheme is extended to
this Municipality, it will be a boon to the poor people of the town who are not able to visit expensive nursing
homes and health centers locaied away from the town. In order to implement the above scheme, the
Municipality will need various officers and staff like Health Officer, Health Assistants, Group D Staff,
Ambulance, Driver etc. The Public Health and Sanitation Standing Committee of this Municipality in its
meeting held on 8.3.2006 has resolved to take up the matter of extending the above scheme to this
Municipality.

Under the circumstances siated above, it is requested thai Kurseong Municipality be kindly included
in the list of the Municipalities for extension of Community Based Primary Health Care Services and
necessary funds may kindly be allotted for infrastructure development.

State of West Bengal having 126 Urban Local Bodies (ULBs) already implemented community
based primary health care services to the BPL population of 63 ULBs, 4lin Kolkata
Metropolitan Area (KMA) & 22 in non-KMA since 1985-86 in phases. The decentralized three
tier system of community based approach of the earlier projects namely CUDPIII, CSIP, IPP-
VHI, IPPVII (Extn.), RCH Sub-Project, and HHW Scheme have yielded positive and palpable
impact with regard to improvement of vital health parameters.

The remaining 63 ULBs in Non-KMA which were not covered by any of the Primary Health
Care Projects are to be brought under Primary Health Care system adopting more or less the
same principle followed in earlier projects.

Programme (NLEP), National Blindness Control Programme (NBCP), National Malaria Control

- 50% of the accommodation for Sub-Centre be provided by ULBs / NGOs / CDOs and the
rest be constructed under this project.

- Package of primary health care services include ante natal / post natal care, promotion of
institutional delivery, breast feeding, immunization, proper weaning, growth monitoring
of under-5 children, family welfare programmes, management of Reproductive Tract
Infections (RTIs), provision of adolescent health care, treatment of minor ailments,
surveillance of communicable diseases and conduction of awareness programmes on
various health issues.

- Out Patient Dept. (OPD) will be established for every 40,000 BPL population of the
ULB.

- Provision for strengthening of 6 existing Maternity Homes including Out Patient Dept.
has been kept.

- Referral services will be availed from the nearest Govt. facilities.

- Computerized Health Management Information System be developed for monitoring &
evaluation.

- Community participation is enforced at all level for maximum utilisation of health
facilities.

The estimated budget for 63 ULBs for 3 years is Rs. 5829.68 lakhs, out of which Rs. 1794
lakhs has been earmarked for Year - I.
